Parallel Form

Parallelism means balance in sentences. Similar points get similar structure. 

Not Parallel: When I need a pencil, I look in my purse, the table, and beside the telephone.
Parallel: When I need a pencil, I look in my purse, on the table, and beside the telephone. 
Adjective and Adverb Use

Adjectives describe nouns or pronouns.

Example: She stood in a dark corner. 

Adverbs describe verbs, adjectives, and other adverbs.

Example: As she spoke, Steve listened thoughtfully.

Confusing Words

Good and Bad are adjectives, so they can only describe nouns and pronouns. Well and Badly are adverbs, and they typically describe verbs. 
*When referring to health, always use the adverb form, well. 

Example: I don’t feel well today.
When to Use a Comma between Adjectives

If two adjectives are used back-to-back in a sentence, then perform the comma test to see if one is needed. 

Example Sentence: I visited a cold dark cave.
Is a comma needed? Try the comma test:

1. Can the two adjectives be switched around to read “dark cold cave”? Yes, so place a comma between the adjectives.

2. Can the word “and” be placed in between to read “cold and dark cave”? Yes, so place a comma between the adjectives. 

Only one of the two listed items has to apply for a comma to be used in such a sentence.
